When a father completes either version, he becomes a 24:7 Dad who:  
· Is aware of himself as a man and recognizes the significant impact he has on his family.  
· Takes care of himself, maintains a strong spiritual connection with his community, and chooses friends who reinforce his healthy choices.  
· Is very conscious of the vital role he plays in the family and capitalizes on his understanding of the unique contributions he and his wife/mother of his children/partner bring to raising their children.  
· Is a nurturing parent who understands and values the importance of his parenting skills in developing the physical, emotional, intellectual, social, spiritual, and creative needs of his children.  
· Works to build and maintain healthy and supportive relationships with his children, wife/mother of his children/partner, family, friends, and community.


24:7 Dad® includes a survey that allows facilitators to measure dads' progress after they complete the program on a range of skills, attitudes, and knowledge related to the program’s content. NFI provides an answer key and a scoring worksheet that organizations (or evaluators) can use to measure and report on outcomes. 

Independent research shows that 24:7 Dad® creates statistically significant changes in pro-fathering knowledge, attitudes, and skills. (The program has undergone rigorous evaluations, including random assignment, by major universities.) Program Description 
Understanding Dad™ is a group-based program that helps moms accomplish communication and awareness objectives vital to improving their relationships with their children’s father(s). The program covers topics to help moms better understand their life as a mom, their father and mother’s impact, and their impact on their children; then shifts to communication patterns, open and safe communication, and how to listen.

Researchers at Temple University (Philadelphia, PA) have evaluated the program. Their first evaluation found that mothers experienced significant gains in relationship awareness, knowledge of healthy co-parenting relationships, and relationship self-efficacy. In a second, more robust evaluation, they found increases in mothers’ co-parenting confidence and reduced disagreements between mothers and fathers. Click here to see all the program evaluations. · Program Development: The services and programs an organization offers, how it engages staff in offering them, and how it promotes and markets them.
· Community Engagement: The ability of an organization to engage its community in delivering services and programs.

The assessment is completed by your staff/partners and results in a comprehensive, customized report. A total numeric score can be given for each assessment category for each site/office and/or the entire network, thus creating a clear picture of how father friendly each site/office is specifically and the entire network is generally.  NFI can "slice" the data (e.g. by state, region, county, type of site/office, etc.) to give a snapshot of your network's level of father friendliness and lay the foundation for an effective tactical plan to engage fathers.

The assessment results form the foundation on which each site/office and/or the entire network can build a tactical plan to increase father engagement and, as a result, increase father involvement in the families you serve generally. Each site/office can implement its own plan, or you can implement a single plan for all of the sites/offices.
